It’s All About Attendance 
 
Regular attendance at Club meetings is key to the success of any Rotary Club. Rotary emphasizes 
attendance because it recognizes that to remain an effective Rotarian, a member must experience the 
good fellowship of the weekly meetings and be involved in the progress and projects of his/her Club.  
Attendance is a barometer of the vitality of our club’s service activities, fellowship and membership 
growth. Are you familiar with our club’s by-laws regarding attendance?  Here they are: 
 
Article IV - Section 6 - Attendance 
Each member, other that an honorary member of this club, must 

(1) attend or make-up at least 60 percent of club regular meetings in each quarter of the Rotary 
year; 

(2) attend at least 30 percent of the regular meetings of this club in each quarter of the Rotary 
year. 

If such a member fails to attend as required above, that person’s membership shall automatically 
terminate. The membership of a person terminated may be reinstated within the period of one year 
after his termination, upon his written petition, stating good and sufficient reason satisfactory to the 
board, provided however, that no former member can be reinstated to active membership in the 
member’s former classification if that member’s former classification has been filled. 
 
There are numerous ways to “make-up” a missed meeting. They include attending a meeting at another 
Club in the area or attending one of our Club’s board meetings or various other Club committee 
meetings.
