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Article | Election of Officers and Directors

Section 1 -

At a regular meeting, at least one month prior to the meeting for the election of
officers, the presiding officer shall ask for nominations by members of the
club for president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, sergeant-at-arms and
for the vacating positions of directors. The nominations may be presented by a
nominating committee or by members from the floor, by either or by both. The
president shall appoint the nominating committee no later than July 30. The
nominating committee which is open to all past presidents shall include the
president, the president elect, the immediate past president and at least three
past presidents. A quorum of five is required for a vote. The chairman of this
committee shall be the immediate past president and if he is unable to attend,
the next most immediate past president shall chair this committee and so on
until the position is filled. The nominating committee shall have its first meet-
ing in August.

In the event that the president does not appoint the nominating committee by
July 30, the nominating committee shall consist of the president, the president
elect, the immediate past president and at least three other past presidents.

The nominations duly made shall be voted for at the annual meeting. The can-
didates for president, vice-president, secretary, treasurer, and sergeant-at-arms
shall be declared elected to their respective offices for a term of one-year com-
mencing on July | following the election. The candidates for the open direc-
torships shall be declared elected as directors, for a two-year term, their term
commencing on July I following the election. The president elected in such
balloting shall serve as member of the board as president-elect for the year
commencing on the first day of July following the election and shall assume
office as president on the first day of July immediately following the year of
service on the board as president-elect.

a)  The term of office of the directors is two years; staggered in such a way
that half of them is elected each year.

b)  The board, at its discretion, may establish additional standing commit-
tees in addition to the four standing committees representing the four
avenues of service as defined in THE OBJECT OF ROTARY, or to sub-
divide one or more standing committees.

¢)  The additional standing committees or subdivided existing standing com-
mittees as defined in this article, section 1(b), shall be provided by addi-
tional directors elected in accordance with this article.

Section 2 -

The officers and directors so elected; together with the immediate past presi-
dent shall constitute the board.

a) The office of president, president-elect and vice-president can only be
filled by a club member in good standing who has previously completed
a full term either as secretary, or treasurer or director of the Rotary Club
of West El Paso.

Section 3 -

A vacancy on the board or any office shall be filled by action of the remaining

members of the board.

Section 4 —

A vacancy in the position of any officer-elect or director-elect shall be filled
by action of the remaining members of the board-elect.

Article Il Board

The governing body of this club shall be the board consisting of the directors
elected in accordance with article |, section 1, of these bylaws, the president,
vice-president, president-elect, secretary, treasurer, sergeant-at-arms, and the
immediate past president.

Article Il Duties of Officers and Directors

Section 1 — President.

It shall be the duty of the president to preside at meetings of the club and board
and to perform such other duties as ordinarily pertain to the office of presi-
dent.

Section 2 - President-elect.

It shall be the duty of the president-elect to attend P.E.T. 8. during the year
immediately prior to becoming president; to serve as a member of the board of

" the club and to perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the presi-

dent or the board.
Section 3 — Vice-president.

It shall be the duty of the vice-president to attend P.E.T.S. during the year
immediately after his election, to preside at meetings of the club and the board
in the absence of the president, to have overall responsibility for programs,
and to perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the president or the
board. Should circumstances require that the president holding office to step
down, the vice-president shall assume the office of the president.

Section 4 - Secretary
It shall be the duty of the secretary to:
(a) keep the records of membership;
(b) record the attendance at meetings
(c) send out notices of meetings of the club and board:
(d) record and preserve the minutes of such meetings;

(e) make the required reports to RI, including the semiannual reports
of membership which shall be made to the general secretary of RI
on January 1st and July st of each year, and the prorated reports
on I October and | April of each year of each active, senior active
and past service member who has been elected to membership in
the club since the start of the July or the January semiannual re-
porting period, and its respective changes;
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(f)  make the monthly report of attendance at the club meetings, imme-
diately following the last meeting of the month, to the district gov-
ernor;

(g) collect and remit to RI subscriptions to THE ROTARIAN,

(h) perform such other duties as usually pertain to the office of secre-
tary.

Section 5 — Treasurer.

It shall be the duty of the treasurer to have custody of all funds, accounting for
same to the club annually as defined in Article X, Section 2, of these by-laws,
and at any other time upon demand by the board and to perform such other
duties as pertain to the office of treasurer.

Section 6 — Sergeant-at-arms.
The duties of the sergeant-at-arms shall be such as are usually prescribed for

such office and such other duties as may be prescribed by the president or the
board.

Section 7 — Immediate past president.

It shall be the duty of the immediate past president to serve as a resource to the
president and to perform such other duties as may be prescribed by the presi-
dent or the board.

Section 8 — Directors.

It shall be the duty of the directors to preside over the standing committees
representing the four avenues of service as defined in THE OBJECT OF RO-

TARY, and any other standing committee that may be created according to
Article 1, section [, b), ¢).

a)  Each director shall select a club member in good standing as his or her
alternate who is qualified and capable of serving the respective director’s
position should circumstances require the director currently holding the
office to step down, or to represent the director at board meetings and
any other functions should the director be unable to attend, and cast his/
her vote. Each alternate will require board approval.

b) It shall be the duty of all incoming officers and directors to attend the
district assembly.

Article IV Meetings

Section 1 — Annual Meeting.

An annual meeting of this club shall be held no later than the first regular
meeting day in December each year, at which time the election of officers and
directors to serve the ensuing year shall take place.

Section 2 — Weekly Meeting.

The regular weekly meeting of this club shall be held on Mondays at 12:00
noon. Due notice of any changes in or canceling the regular meeting shall be
given to all members of the club. All members, excepting an honorary mem-
ber or member excused by the board of this club pursuant to Article VII, sec-
tion 3 of the SRCC (Standard Rotary Club Constitution) in good standing in
this club, on the day of the regular meeting, must be counted as present or
absent, and attendance must be evidenced by the member’s being present for
at least 60% (sixty percent) of the time devoted to the regular meeting, either
at this club or at any other Rotary club.

Section 3 — Quorum.

One third of the membership in good standing shall constitute a quorum at the
annual and regular meetings of this club, except as provided in subsection
2.020.4 of the RI bylaws.

Section 4 — Board Meetings.

Regular meetings of the board shall be held once each month. Special meet-
ings of the board shall be called by the president whenever deemed necessary,
or upon the request of two members of the board, due notice having been
given.

Section 5 - Board Quorum.

A majority of the board members shall constitute a quorum of the board.
Section 6 — Attendance.

Each member, other than an honorary member of this club, must:

(1) attend or make up at least 60 percent of club regular meetings in each
quarter of the Rotary year;

(2) attend at least 30 percent of the regular meetings of this club in each
quarter of the Rotary year.

If such a member fails to attend as required above, that person’s membership
shall automatically terminate. The membership of a person so terminated may
be reinstated within the period of one year after his termination, upon his writ-
ten petition, stating good and sufficient reason satisfactory to the board, pro-
vided however, that no former member can be reinstated to active membership
in the member’s former classification if that member’s former classification
has been filled. '

Article V Fees and Dues

Section 1 -

The admission fee, as set by the board, and the prorated dues must be paid
before the applicant can qualify as a member.

Section 2 -

The membership dues shall be based on the approved operating budget of the
club as well as any assessment levied by RI and/or District 5520, and shall be
approved by the members at a regular meeting, due notice having been given.
Dues are payable quarterly on the first day of each quarter.

Section 3 —

All amounts billed to members shall be payable before the end of the quarter
in which the billing occurs. Any member failing to pay such amounts in full
after the prescribed time shall be notified in writing at the member's last known
address according to the records of the club. If such amounts are not fully paid
on or before ten days subsequent to the date of such notification, the member-
ship of such member shall terminate. The membership of a person so termi-
nated may be reinstated, within the period of one year after his termination,
upon his written petition, and upon the payment of all the member’s then out-
standing indebtedness to the club, including dues and fees which would have
accrued had he remained a member, provided, however, that no former mem-
ber can be reinstated to active membership in the member’s former classifica-
tion if that member’s former classification has been filled.

Section 4 —

At its discretion, the board may reduce the membership dues and other fees of
any member who submits a written request citing reasons satisfactory to the
board. The board may withdraw this privilege of reduction of dues and/or
other fees by formal action at any time.

(a) Atno time can dues be reduced to below the minimum owed by the club,
per member, to RI and to the District, combined.

Section 5 —

If it is determined by. the club to be appropriate, special assessments can be
levied by the board. Assessments shall be presented by the board, and must be
approved by two thirds of the members present at a regular club meeting.

Section 6 -

If the board so votes, all members, excepting honorary members, shall be as-
sessed quarterly in advance for meals, or when membership dues are assessed.
Credit for meals will be given to members who make up attendance for missed
meetings at other clubs, when notice is provided to the secretary. If no make
up is transferred or reported to the club prior to the close of the next quarter,
no meal credit will be given to the member and any money collected for meals
shall be applied to the general operating fund of the club. For meetings not
held because of holidays, the meal fees shall be retained for club use for the
annual end of year party and the installation banquet.

Article VI Method of Voting

The business of this club shall be transacted by voice vote.

Article VIl Committees

Section 1

(a) The director shall preside over the standing committees representing the
four avenues of service as defined in THE OBJECT OF ROTARY and
any other standing committee created by the board.

(b) The president may, subject to the approval of the board, appoint any
additional committees other than standing committees as deemed neces-
sary by the president.

(c) The standing committees shall each consist of its respective director as
defined in this article, section 1(a) and by the chairs and members of
cach subcommittee operating in the various phases of each avenue of
service.
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(d) Both the president and the president-elect shall be ex officio members of
all committees and as such shall have the privileges of membership
thereon.

(e) Each committee shall transact such business as is delegated to it in the
bylaws and such additional business as may be referred to it by the presi-
dent or the board. Except where special authority is given by the board,
such committees shall not take action until a report has been made to the
board and approved by the board.

Article VIII Duties of Committees

Section 1 = Club Service Committee — Division A

(a) The director of the club service committee division A shall be respon-
sible for all club service activities and shall supervise and coordinate the
work on all committees appointed on particular phases of club service.
The committee shall devise and carry into effect plans which will guide
and assist the members of the club in discharging their responsibilities
on their service relationships.

Section 2 — Club Service Committee — Division B

The director of club service committee — division B shall be responsible to
coordinate all fund raising activities and shall supervise and coordinate the
work on all committees appointed on particular phases of fund raising.

Section 3 - Vocational Service Committee

The director of the vocational service committee shall be responsible for all
vocational service activities and shall supervise and coordinate the work of all
committees on particular phases of vocational service. The committee shall
devise and carry into effect plans which will guide and assist the members of
the club in discharging their responsibilities in their vocational relationships
and in improving the general standards of practice in their respective voca-
tions.

Section 4 — Community Service Committee — Division A

(a) The director of the community service committee division A shall be
responsible for all community service activities and shall supervise and
coordinate the work of all committees appointed on particular phases of
community service. The committee shall devise and carry into effect plans
which will guide and assist the members of the club in discharging their
responsibilities in their community relationships.

Section 5 — Community Service Committee — Division B

The director of Community Service Committee — division B shall be respon-
sible for all community service activities dealing with various aspects of youth
activities, which, depending on their respective responsibilities, maybe under
any, or all, of the vocational, community, or international service committee.

Section 6 — International Service Committee

The director of the international service committee shall be responsible for all
international service activities of the club and shall supervise and coordinate
the work of any committees that may be appointed on particular phases of
international service, The committee shall devise and carry into effect plans
which will guide and assist the members of the club in discharging their re-
sponsibilities in matters related to international service.

Article IX Leave of Absence

Section 1 -

Upon written application to the board, setting forth good and sufficient cause,
leave of absence may be granted excusing a member from attending the meet-
ings of the club for a specified period of time. Such leave of absence does
operate to prevent forfeiture of membership; it does not operate to give the
club credit for the member’s attendance.

Section 2 - Exemption

A member’s absence shall not be computed in the club’s attendance record if
the absence is caused by protracted ill health or impairment or by stay of more
than two weeks in a country in which Rotary clubs do not exist, so that such
member is physically unable to attend a regular meeting, and the board ap-
proves such absence. This absence is not computed in the attendance record of
the club.

Article X Finances

Section 1 -

The treasurer shall deposit all funds of the club in insured financial institu-
tions approved by the board.

Section 2 -

All bills shall be paid only by checks signed by the treasurer and another des-
ignated officer upon vouchers signed by the president. Should the treasurer be
unavailable, and in an event of an emergency, the president shall sign in place
of the treasurer.

Section 3 -

A thorough review of the club’s financial transactions shall be made annually,
during the month of June, by an internal review committee, consisting of the
treasurer, the president, the president-elect, the treasurer elect, and a CPA or
other qualified person.

Section 4 —
Officers having control or charge of funds shall give bond as may be required

by the board for the safe custody of the funds of the club, cost of bond to be
borne by the club.

Section - 5 —

The fiscal year of this club shall extend from July Ist to June 30th, and for the
collection of per capita dues to RI shall be divided into two semiannual peri-
ods extending from July Ist to December 31st and from January Ist to June
30th. The payment of per capita dues and magazine subscriptions to RI shall
be made on July 1st and January Ist of each year on the basis of the member-
ship of the club on those dates. Magazine subscriptions for members joining
during a semiannual period are payable upon invoice from RI.

Section 6 —

At the beginning of each fiscal year the board shall prepare, or cause to be
prepared, a budget of estimated income and estimated expenditures for the
year, which, having been agreed to by the board, shall stand as the limit of
expenditures for the respective purposes unless otherwise revised by the board.
The budget shall be presented to the membership of the club on or before the
last club meeting of the month of July.

Section 7 -

The treasurer shall submit a report on the financial condition of the club to the
general membership on a quarterly basis.

Article XI Method of Electing Members

Section 1 -

The name of a prospective member, proposed by an active, senior active, or
past service member of the club, shall be submitted in writing to the board,
through the club secretary. The proposal for the time shall be kept confiden-
tial, except as otherwise provided in this procedure

Section 2 -

The board shall ensure that the proposed member meets all the classification
and membership requirements of Rotary International,

Section 3 -

The board shall approve or disapprove the proposal within 30 days of its sub-
mission, and shall notify the proposer, through the club secretary, of its deci-
sion.

Section 4 —

If the decision of the board is favorable, the prospective member shall be in-
formed of the purposes of Rotary and of the privileges and responsibilities of
membership, including the type of membership proposed, following which
the prospective member shall be requested to sign the membership proposal
form and to permit his or her name and proposed classification — if active
membership — to be published to the club.

Section 5 —

If no written objection to the proposal, stating reasons other than classifica-
tion, is received by the board from any member in good standing within four-
teen days following publication of information about the prospective member,
that person, upon payment of the admission fee, as prescribed in these bylaws,
shall be considered elected to membership. If less than three such objections
have been filed with the board, it shall vote on this matter, by secret ballot, at
its next meeting. If no more than two negative votes are cast by the members
of the board in attendance, the proposed member, upon payment of the admis-
sion fee as prescribed in these bylaws, shall be considered elected to member-
ship. If three or more written objections to the proposal have been filed with
the board, the proposal is automatically disqualified and no further action by
the board is required, and the Secretary shall notify the sponsor that the candi-
date has not been approved for membership.
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
